ASSOCIATION OF SINGAPORE PATENT AGENTS

Formed in February 2002, the Association of Singapore Patent Agents (“ASPA”) consists of members who are engaged in patent work in Singapore and registered with the Intellectual Property Office of Singapore (IPOS) as patent agents as well as members who are undergoing training to qualify as patent agents.

ASPA aspires to promote and enhance the new profession of registered patent agents in Singapore.  We aim to do this by promoting and encouraging acceptable minimum standards of quality work, integrity and conduct.  In particular, we shall be:

· Promotimg the education and training of patent agents and patent trainees;

· Assisting in the institution and introduction of practice, procedure, training and legislation concerning patents;

· Establishing rules, directive and a code of conduct pertaining to the profession of patent agents; and

· Engaging in activities and reciprocal co-operation with other associations, national and international.

ASPA  has the support of IPOS and will be working closely with the new Intellectual Property Academy to train patent agents and other IP specialists to achieve the above objectives.

The current committee of ASPA comprises Tan Tee Jim, S.C. (President), Jupiter Kong (Vice-President), Morris John (Honorary Secretary), Keith Callinan (Honorary Treasurer), Adam Bogsch, Alban Kang, Charles Bergere, James Cleeve, Lee Ai Ming and Murgiana Haq.

The membership of ASPA is open to natural persons who are resident in Singapore and are patent agents or undergoing training to become patent agents.  According to its constitution, a patent agent is an individual who acts, practices, carries on the business of a patent agent or is engaged in patent work and is registered with IPOS as a patent agent in Singapore.  There are two categories of membership.  Ordinary members comprise persons who are patent agents in Singapore.  Such members have the right to vote and hold office in the Executive Committee of the Association.  Associate members comprise persons undergoing training to qualify as patent agents but they have no voting rights.
